TURKISH PRIVATE SHIPYARDS

Turkiye’de tersanecilik, 610 yillik tecriibeye sahiptir.

ilk tersane, Osmanli imparatorlugu déneminde, 1390 yilinda Gelibolu’da kurulmustur.
istanbul, Hali¢ Tersanesinin halen mevcut olan tas havuzlarinin temelleri 1455 yilinda,
Fatih Sultan Mehmet tarafindan atilmis, bu tersane, 16. Yuzyilda dinyanin en blylk
tersanesi haline gelmistir.

Osmanli imparatorlugu déneminde, imparatorlugun cesitli yerlerindeki sahillerde kuruimus
olan irili ufakli devlet ve ¢zel sektér Tersaneleri, Turkiye Cumhuriyeti’'nin kurulmasi ile
degisik konum kazanmis ve bilhassa istanbul Bogazi ve Hali¢ cevresinde yogun olarak
konuglanmistir.

llk zamanlarda genellikle ahsap tekne insasi yapilirken, bilahare sac tekne insasina
gecilmis ve atalardan 6grenilmis olan tersanecilik, mitesebbis genc nesil tersaneciler
sayesinde, bugliin daha mukemmel hale getirilmistir.

Halen &zel sektor tersanelerinde, diinya standartlarinda ve uluslar arasi diizeyde kabul
gbren ve begenilen muhtelif cesit ve tipte ahsap, plastik, aliminyum ve sac tekne insa
etmenin, tamir ve bakimini yapmanin gururu yasanmaktadir.

Ozel Sektér Tersanelerinde son sekiz yilda muhtelif tip ve tonajlarda toplam 196 adet
Tark ve yabanci bayrakli, petrol Grtin tankerleri, epoksi kaplama ve krom nikel tankl
kimyasal tankerler, agir yik gemileri, konteyner gemileri, cok ve 6zel amacl gemiler,
askeri gemiler, balikgi gemileri, acik deniz ikmal gemileri ile romorkérler cesitli klas
kuruluglarinin kontroliinde uluslararasi kurallara ve standartlara gére insa edilmis ve
bircok geminin tamir ve bakimi, petrol plotformlari dahil tadilatlar ile agir ¢elik konstriksiyolar
yapilmistir. Tersanelerimizde bugiine kadar insa edilmis olan yatlar ve mega yatyar, gerek
kalite ve gerekse donanim yénlinden diinya yat insa sektoriinde taninmis ve hakli bir yer
kazanmistir.

Turkiye Cumhuriyeti’nin kurulus déneminde ve sonraki yillarda daginik ve bireysel
calismalariyla Uretim yapan Turkiye 6zel sektor tersaneleri, son zamanlarda diinyada
gelisen gevre bilinci dogrultusunda, istanbul’'un dogal giizelliklerinin icinde bulunan cesitli
yerlerdeki tersanelerinin faaliyetlerini durdurarak, 1979-1980 yillarinda,alt ve Ust yapi
yénunden daha iyi organize olabilecekleri ve toplu halde bulunabilecekleri, istanbul-Tuzla,
Aydinl Koyu, 6zel sektor tersaneler bolgesine yerlesmislerdir.

Turkiye 6zel sektor tersanecileri, Tlrkiye ve dinya denizcilik sektoriine, daha iyi hizmet
vermek ve gercgeklestirdikleri Gretimler dogrultusunda, Ulusal ve Uluslararasi dizeyde,
hak ettikleri yere gelebilmek icin, 1971 yilinda “GEMI INSA SANAYICILERI BIRLIGI"ni
(GISBIR) kurmustur.

Gemi inga Sanayiciler Birligi, gemi ve yat insa, bakim ve onarim girisimcilerinin meslek
kurulusu olup, Turkiye Odalar ve Borsalar Birligi, Deniz Ticaret Odasi ve Istanbul Sanayi
Odasi gibi kuruluslar ile Ulusal ve Uluslararasi Kurum ve Kuruluslar nezdinde, Ozel
Sektér Gemi inga Sanayi’nin temsilciligi ve sozciilik gérevini yerine getirmektedir.
Gemi Inga Sanayicileri Birligi'nin merkezi, Tiirkiye Ozel Sektor Tersanelerinin yogun olarak
bulundugu Tuzla-Aydinli Koyunda bulunmaktadir.

Tuzla-Aydinli Koyu; 6zel sektore ait 39 tersanenin yerlesik bulundugu, kbti hava deniz
sartlarindan fazla etkilenmeyen, demirleme boélgesi genis ve glivenli olan, istanbul sehrinin
her turli dogal ve sosyal imkanlarindan yararlanabilecek konumda ve istanbul’'un Tuzla

In Turkey, the shipbuilding industry has a history of 610 years.

The first shipyard was founded during the Ottoman Empire in 1390 in Gelibolu. The foundations of
the stone dry dock of the istanbul Hali¢ dockyard, which still exist,were laid by Fatih Sultan Mehmet,
the Conqueror, in 1455. This shipyard became the biggest shipyard in the world in the 16th century.

During the Ottoman time, both large and small State and Private Sector Shipyards were scattered
at different locations of the country. After the foundation of the Turkish Republic, they were accumulated
alongside the Bosphorus and Halic in Istanbul.

At the beginning, only wooden boats were built. Steel construction commenced later. Ship building
skills, once only our ancestors thoughts, have been brought up to a perfect level by the strives of
the young enterprising generation.

Currently the private sector shipyards build, repair and maintain all types and sizes of steel, plastic,
aluminium and wooden ships. These vessels are approved internationally and are in compliance
with the world standards. During the last 8 years, the Private Sector Shipyards have built a total of
196 both Turkish and foreign flag vessels, including petroleum and chemical tankers with epoxy-
coated steel and chrome nickel tanks besides large cargo ships, containerships, multi and special
purpose ships, naval ships, fishing boats, ocean supply ships and tugboats, in various types and
sizes and also in compliance with the international rules and standards which are under the control
of various class organizations. Additionally, this sector has also repaired and maintained many ships,
modified Petroleum production platform and built heavy steel constructions. Building various types
and size yachts so far in our shipyards have gained a well-deserved place and have been recognized
in the World Yacht Building Sector for both their quality and craftmanship. In the early days of the
Turkish Republic, the Turkish Private Sector Shipyards built ships in various beautiful natural places
in istanbul. As the consequence of environmental conscience, in the years 1979-1980, they moved
to the Private Sector Shipyards zone in Aydinli Bay at Tuzla in istanbul, where they have been
organized better by means of both infra and superstructure, and now operate as a group.

In order to serve better to the Turkish and World Maritime Sector and to be able to reach upto a
place they deserve Nationally and Internationally, with the production they have realized, Turkish
Private Sector Shipyard Owners established “Turkish Shipbuilders Association (GISBIR)”, in 1971.

Turkish Shipbuilders’ Association is a professional association of the ship and yacht building, repairing
and maintaining enterprisers and acts as the spokesman and representative of the Private Sector
Shipbuilding Industry, in relations with the organizations such as The Turkish Union of Chambers
and Exchange, Chamber of Industry, istanbul Chamber of Shipping and the other National and
International institutions and organizations.

The head office of the Turkish Shipbuilders’ Association is also in Aydinli Bay-Tuzla, where the
Turkish Private Sector Shipyards are densely located.

Aydinli Bay-Tuzla (istanbul), where 39 members of the Turkish Private Sector Shipyards are located,
is at the Eastern end of Istanbul in the Marmara Sea, and where all kinds of natural and social
resources of Istanbul are within easy reach. It is well protected from the bad weather and sea
conditions and has a large and safe anchorage.

Turkiye Ozel Sektdr Tersanecileri, kurmus olduklar Birlik (GISBIR) blinyesinda yeni
atihmlar yaparak 1995 yilinda; "GEMIi INSA SANAYI ANONIM SIRKETI (GISAS)” isimli
ticareti sirketini kurmus ve bu sirketin blnyesinde,tersanelerinin ihtiyaci olan, kilavuzluk
vu rémorkdrcilik hizmetlerini vermekte, 200 m rihtim boyu ve 10 m su derinligi olan
yukleme ve bosaltma iskelesini kullanarak, gemi insa alt yapi malzemelerini saglamaktadir.
Mesleki egitim okulunu hizmete sokan GISAS yakin tarihte sivi atik alim tesisini ve
iskelesinin genel amach kullanimini yakin zamanda gerceklestirmek icin yogun calisma
icinde bulunmaktadir.

Gemi insa Sanayicileri Birligi 2004 yili igerisinde iktisadi isletmesini kurarak Gemi insa
Sanayi Dergisini yayinlamakta ve Tersaneler Ortak Saglik Birimi ile isci Saghgi ve Giivenligi
Birimlerini hizmete sokmustur.

Tirkiye Ozel Sektdr Tersanecileri, tersanecilik konusunda diinyadaki teknolojik gelismeleri
yakindan izlemis ve tersanelerinde uygulanabilir yapiya kavusmus bulunmaktadir.

The other member shipyards of the union are located in Yarimca, Karadeniz Eregli, Gelibolu,
Karabiga, Samsun and Trabzon.

Turkish Private Sector Shipyard Owners, in a very short period of time, have turned the land where
their shipyards are in Aydinli Bay-Tuzla and the others are being located, from a barren piece of
land, to a modern and contemporary shipyard area which is funtioning effectly. They have a total
of 6300 m long quay and 250.000 m? covered area, 13 floating docks with lifting capacity ranging
between 2700 tons and 100.000 tons, floating cranes with lifting capacity up to 2000 tons. These
shipyards, most of which possess ISO 9000 and AQAP quality certificates, have :

» Annual steel processing capacity of 400.000 tons. (285.000 tons in new building and 115.000 tons
in repair.)

* A capacity of building new ships in various type and tonnages up to 30.000 DWT.
* A total annual maintenance-repair capacity of 10.000.000 DWT.
* Provided employment opportunity for 5000 technical workers and laborers.

All of these capacities have been realized by the most qualified technical employes, Project design
offices and Project management activites that contribute to the development of our shipbuilding
sector. :

Turkish Private Sector Shipyard Owners paced another step forward and made progresses recently
and established the “SHIPBUILDING INDUSTRY CORPORATION (GISAS) TRADE COMPANY”
within the structure of GISBIR,in 1995. GISAS provides pilotage and tugboat services which are vital
for shipyards to transport shipbuilding infrastructural material, by using the 200 m long, 10 m deep
loading and discharging quay. GISAS works hard to put the liquid waste collecting facility into
operation, to open a vocational school and the emergency health unit, and to use its quay for general
purposes.

The Turkish Private Shipyard Sector has followed closely the tecnological advances on shipbuilding
industry in the world and practiced in its shipyards.
